Here are some important rules to consider when planning your  

Halloween night:  

 

1. Make sure costumes fit your child.  Oversized costumes can cause 

children to trip and fall.   

2. Choose face paint over large, bulky masks.  

3. Decorate costumes with glow in the dark stickers or reflective tape.  

4. Encourage children to wear comfortable shoes.  

5. Make sure older children go out with friends.  Younger children 

should be accompanied by an adult.   

6. Walk on sidewalks when available.  Never cross through yards or 

fields where you are unable to see hazards.  

7. If no sidewalk exists, walk on the shoulder of the road facing traf-

fic.  

8. Try to cross at intersections when able.  Make eye contact with 

drivers to be sure they see you.   

9. To be more visible, cross roads in large groups.   

10. Remind children to refrain from eating candy while out trick or 

treating.  All candy needs to be checked by an adult.
